Fixed problem with scope of posting defects to web server for remote users.  New options have been added to allow posting of all releases in all products, all releases in the current product, or the current release in the current product.


Fixed problems in the Product/Release selection window when no products or releases remain to be selected.


Fixed Copy/Move functions to disallow copying or moving of programs and defects to releases that the user has no rights to modify.


Reduced resource usage by an additional 25%.


Changed the Original Release field (on the defect Origin tab) to include a dropdown list for selection of an existing release in the current product.








Changes to Build 622 (Beta)





Added feature to allow capturing of screenshots and automatically attaching them to a defect by simply dragging and dropping an icon on the window to be captured and attached.


Files attached to defects can now be saved using an 8.3 formatted file name instead of using “long” file names.


Added a Preference setting that allows copied defects to be assigned new defect numbers rather than retaining their original defect numbers in the target release.


Performance was increased slightly when drilling down from Program view to Defect view.


Added name and product filtering to the Manage Customers dialog.


Added a new sample custom report: “Customers by Product”.


Added ability to specify a database path on the command line when executing SWBTracker so it can be run temporarily against a different copy of the database.


Corrected spurious Key Violation errors when dragging a program into the Releases panel and selecting Copy.


Corrected problem with Invalid Use of Keyword errors when deleting a program.


Corrected problem when changing releases by clicking on the Releases panel.  If the newly selected release does not contain any programs, the program grid may continue to display the program(s) from the previous release.


Corrected problem with missing custom reports in Report Selector’s report list.


Corrected problem with custom reports not always being displayed in report selector if reports are stored in a folder other than “Report” under the database directory.


Corrected problem that would not allow renaming of a program entry.  Previously, the program issued a warning that the target Product and Release were the same and the process was disallowed.


Corrected length of Origin Release field in the database (from 12 to 20 characters) to match the master Release field length.  Existing databases are updated automatically upon startup.


Added missing Origin Release field to Defect Detail report.


Changed SWBTracker and its utilities to use HKEY_CURRENT_USER registry key to avoid permissions problems with non-admin users.


Changed report prompts from “EXE Info” to “File Info” to better match the prompts on the defect information screen.


Split-screen mode is no longer available when the Preference option “Show all defects by release” is enabled. 


Added Advanced options to Workstation Setup to allow database engine parameter changes for performance optimization.


Added options to SWBRepair utility to allow changes to database table block size, allowing more records per table.


SWBRepair automatically packs tables after repair process.  SWBPack utility is no longer needed.


Corrected problem in Workstation Setup that did not allow it to update the configuration information on non-NT/2000 stations.


Pressing a key in the "Add Group" dialog list box will seek to the nearest group name match.
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Changes to Build 438 (Final)





Corrected HTML Help Contents page.  The link to Designing Custom Reports did not work.  It now links properly to the Report Designer help topic.


The program no longer allows users to copy/move programs or defects to the same product/release they are working in.  Previously, if the user selected the current product/release as the target during a move or copy operation, the program would issue  a “Blob modified” error message.  It now stops the user from performing this type of operation.�


Changes to Build 433 (Final)





Added support for new HTML help file.  User has option to use standard WinHelp via a checkbox on the Preferences screen.  The default will be HTML help upon installation.


Corrected popup calendar on date fields.  On some systems it would appear truncated on the right side.


Corrected Origin File Date field to properly store the date entered.  It was previously storing the File Date from the Information tab.


Corrected Correction File Date and Verification File Date to properly update each other when one of them is changed (fields should always be identical).


Corrected problems saving information in the Manage Customers screen.  Some product information was not always saved, and sometimes the application would issue a “not in edit mode” error when repeatedly saving customer information.

Corrected database upgrade process to initialize new view filter fields Group and Customer to their appropriate “any/all” settings in existing filters.








Changes to Build 381 (BETA)





Workstation Setup program (netsetup.exe) now allows setting of database path and User ID.  The Set User ID program is no longer needed to set a workstation’s SWBTracker User ID.


Users no longer need to install the entire product on every workstation.  The product can be installed once on the file server, simplifying future updates.  Workstations only need to run the Workstation Setup program in order to set the location of the database and the User ID of the workstation.


Workstation Setup now warns if Opportunistic Locking is enabled on Windows NT or Windows 2000.  The program can also disable Opportunistic Locking if the user confirms.  Opportunistic Locking can cause problems with concurrent usage under Windows NT and Windows 2000.


The Repair Database application (swbrepair.exe) has been redesigned for easier use.


Added a pop-up calendar control to all date fields.


A custom report designer has been added to give users complete control over designing the data query and report layout.   Custom reports can be printed, previewed, or printed to HTML documents just like standard reports.  


The Error field on the Defect Information window has been changed to allow alphanumeric text rather than just numeric value, and the field size has been increased to 16 characters.


A Perl CGI script has been created to allow remote users to submit new defects via a web browser, without having to install the entire product at the remote site.  


A copy of the document is now created when attaching a document to a defect. 


Attachment screen now allows large icon, small icon, list, and details view formats.


The Preferences for Defect Increment, Product, Release and Program Case, and also the Notification Template Editing fields are now only enabled for users with "Security Access" rights. 


A Save As button has been added to the defect Attachments screen to allow users to copy an attachment file to another location.


Email notifications now use a customizable template to generate the notification message.   A complete template editor has been added to assist in the creation of the template files.


Added the ability to require selected fields on the Defect Information screen based on the Status selected.


Users can now configure the columns displayed on the main Programs listing.


An option to require a login (User ID and Password) at application startup has been added to the preferences.


Added Estimated and Actual Programmer Hours and Estimated and Actual Tester Hours to each defect.  


Added a new report: “Defect Remaining Effort” that shows the remaining Estimated/Actual hours for the programmer and tester for each defect.  The report is sorted by total remaining hours.


The Defect Information screen now allows the user to select the program from the list of existing programs in this release.


Main Program and Defect grids now support sorting by clicking on column headers.


The application has been changed to make more efficient use of resources and reduce the resource usage while it is in use.


New dockable toolbars, and new toolbars added to include selectors for Program and Filter.


New Release selector panel on main screen to allow for quick selection of current working product and release.


Added ability to copy release setup from another release (copies all release configuration infomation (status, nature, severity lists, etc.) as well as the notification lists at the release level, and the required fields.


Added ability to copy Group Names from another release into the current release (not including defect/group associations).

Corrected defect e-mail change notification issues.  Notifications did not always contain the correct information for defect fields displayed in the notice.

Corrected program and defect grid column sizing issues.  Right-most column did not always resize to fit the remaining space after resizing the main window.


Corrected report selector vertical scrollbar issue.  Scrollbar would always snap to the bottom of the list, making it difficult to view and select reports within the list.

Corrected permissions issue reading registry for database location upon startup when logged in to NT without Administrator rights.�

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Changes to Build 35





Added a new report, Current Defect View, which allows the user to print a report that matches the current defect listing on the main screen.  The report will use the layout and sizing of the currently visible columns as its format.


Enhanced customizability of chart legend and labels.  Also changed Charting window to save its options as defaults for subsequent chart views.


Corrected problems with certain fields not being trimmed of spaces prior to saving them to the database, which made them “unreachable” through the user interface.  This problem occurred with Program names and Group names.


Corrected No Current Record error if last View filter excludes the first program in the defect list, and the Preference options to jump directly to the defect list and show defects by release are both set.


Added an option to allow updating of Program information with the defect Date/Time/Size when changes are made to these fields on the defect screen.  In previous versions, users could turn on this update option via a Preferences checkbox, however, they were required to confirm the update when prompted.  The new option allows automatic, unprompted updating of Program Date/Time/Size information when the defect correction/verification information is changed.


Expanded Defects By Group Listing to print portrait and include Status, Nature, Severity, and Assigned To fields.


Changed Remote Submission import process to read all mail in the Inbox for the default MAPI account on the local station.  Previously, the program was only processing unread mail, which could cause it to skip messages if the user browsed their mailbox and some incoming submissions were marked as read by the mail program.  Since messages are checked for a “signature” before processing, non-SWBTracker messages are still skipped.  This change allows users to use one email account on the station doing imports rather than requiring a special dedicated account just for SWBTracker defect submissions.


Parsing of remotely submitted defect text did not always decode MIME special characters properly (notably quotes and equals signs).  This has been corrected to handle them properly.


Corrected the Move Defect process to move defect change history along with the defect being moved.  Defect history was not being carried with the moved defect in previous versions.


In previous versions, if the “View by Release” preference option was checked, the program would default a new defect’s Program to the name of the program that the currently highlighted defect belonged to.  This made it difficult to enter a defect to a program that currently had no defects entered for it.  The program now allows the user to edit the Program field on the Defect Information window while entering a new defect.


Corrected Record Locked… error when entering the Customer Edit screen a second time after making changes to the first customer’s record and closing the window using the [X] button at the top of the window without saving the changes to the record.

Corrected defect history screen to recognize changes made by other workstations during the same session.


Changes to Build 240





Corrected defect import/export problems: missing several fields from defect information, environment, and workaround tabs.


Added Release Detail by Release report:  allows printing a defect detail report for defects across all programs within a release.





Changes to Build 203





Added ability to control user access by project.  Users can be given access to specific products or All Products.


After deleting the last Resource from the Manage Resources window, the message displayed referred to “programs” and not “resources”.  The wording has been corrected.


The New button on the Manage Customers screen was not always enabled when it should have been.  This has been corrected to allow adding of New customers when appropriate.


The Save button on the Manage Customers screen was not always enabled when it should have been.  This has been corrected to allow saving of customer information when appropriate.


Country and Province have been added to the Customer information.


Added ability to log defect changes to the database.  Defect history can be viewed from the defect information window, or by printing the Defect Change History report, and will include the name of each field that was changed, along with its original and modified contents, as well as the User ID of the user that made the change.


Product / Release information window now has a pull-down list for the Product, to allow easier selection of product when creating a new release for an existing product.


Expanded defect Summary field from 80 characters to 200 characters.


Expanded program Name field from 20 characters to 60 characters.


Expanded program Description field from 40 characters to 80 characters.


Customers by Defect report was showing multiple customers on the same line (overwriting).  This has been corrected so each customer associated with a defect will appear on a new line.


Modified logic to properly show all defects when no View Filter is applied (including defects with Status, Nature, and Severity settings that no longer exist).


View Filters and (customized) Reports now show Status, Nature, and Severity options that were added to the Release information after the View Filter or Report options were saved. Previously, users had to click Select All or Deselect All to force the new types to appear.  Newly added options will default to “not selected” for each view filter / report until manually modified by the user.


Corrected logic that sometimes caused the main defect listing to be filtered by the most recently viewed view filter, even if that view filter was only reviewed and not actually applied.


Index to the help file has been updated to allow more intuitive Index entries related to each topic.


The Info button on the defect’s Origin tab now properly launches the Customer edit window and brings up the currently selected customer from the defect screen’s Origin tab.


The Remote Submit menu option was not working, and has been corrected to now perform the same function as the Remote Submit button on the toolbar.


Modified Remote Submission Retrieval process to wait if a remote defect submission is received and that defect is currently being updated (locked) on the local network.  


Users can control whether remote submissions are allowed to update existing defects.  When this option is disabled, updates to existing defects that are submitted from a remote station are ignored. 


Retrieving the master database from the host did not account for deleted records.  During this process, all defects for the release being imported will be deleted before the import process starts to eliminate defects which have been deleted from the master database.


Corrected problem which caused error message when Report Date was selected in a view filter.  Error messages displayed included: “Field in order by must be in result set” or “Field Defect not found” also occurred in conjunction with this issue.


Corrected issues Customer names that contained an apostrophe.   Error message “Filter expression incorrectly terminated” was displayed in the Customer edit screen.


Corrected problem that allowed customers to add a blank customer to a defect by double-clicking on the Add Customer dialog list even when it was empty (Defect Information/Origin Tab).


Corrected problem when user’s system used European short date format that contained a text month abbreviation, such as 03-Mar-2000.  Program issued an "invalid date" message whenever a new defect was entered.

Attempting to edit a defect that is locked by another workstation now shows the correct defect information for the entry selected.

Automatic display refresh logic updated to show new records added by other stations on the current workstation defect list.


Corrected application shutdown logic to bypass MAPI messaging logoff if Simple MAPI client services are not installed on the local system.  This caused the application to raise an error upon exiting the application (“MAPI Services are not available on this system…”).


Changed installation to create an icon for NETSETUP.EXE in the SWBTracker group.

Now validates release properties when entering a new release to make sure that the customizable lists are not left blank.


Now validates program properties when entering a new program entry to make sure Program is not blank.


Now validates defect information when saving a defect to make sure Product, Release, Program, and Defect number are not blank.


When the Defect Information window is active, and the user selects to move the defect by entering new Product, Release, or Program information, the program will remain on the Defect Information window if the defect could not be moved because a non-existent Product, Release, or Program was specified.


Now displays a meaningful error message if any of the database files cannot be successfully opened or upgraded for any reason during startup.


Added a Preferences setting that allows the user to jump directly to the defect detail list (rather than the program summary list) upon startup.
